Gale Allen Harvey, ’62

Upon graduation from Alamogordo High School, Gale Allen Harvey was awarded a $400 scholarship from the 
NMSU Department of Physics—and his stellar career ignited. First graduating from NMSU with a bachelor’s 
in physics in 1962, he also earned a master’s from Virginia Polytechnic Institute and State University in 1967. 
His heart, however, is with NMSU: “I have always felt that NMSU was my only alma mater and the school that 
opened the most doors for me.”
	 Harvey spent more than 45 years as a research physicist at the NASA Langley Research Center, au-
thoring 20+ peer-reviewed papers published in journals such as the NASA Technical Memoranda, The Astro-
nomical Journal, The Astrophysical Journal, the journal of the Astronomical Society of the Pacific, and Sky & 
Telescope. His areas of research included meteor spectroscopy, atmospheric sensing using high energy lasers, 
environmental effects of space, and shuttle orbiter thermal protection tile repair. Harvey also represented the 
Langley Research Center on the American Institute of Aeronautics and Astronautics International Working 
Group on Space Simulation for nine years.
	 In the 1970s, Harvey directed and published about the NMSU Meteor Spectra control, which studied 
meteor trajectories, orbits, and velocities using automated equipment. Ever since, he has maintained an ongo-
ing connection to the NMSU Department of Physics. In 2007, he established the Gale A. Harvey Endowed 
Scholarship for physics students with financial need, and, in 2018, room 229 in Gardiner Hall was named in his 
honor. 
	 For more than 35 years, Harvey has used his science background as a beekeeper, using thermal analysis 
to alleviate heat stress in the hives. Now a full-time beekeeper, he rents out hives for pollination services and is a 
member of the Beekeepers Guild of Southeast Virginia.

Valerio Ferme is the Incoming President for the New Mexico State University System. As NMSU President, 
he will lead the state’s comprehensive research, land-grant university excelling in teaching, research, and public 
service. He previously served as Executive Vice President for Academic Affairs and Provost, as well as Dean of 
the College of Arts and Sciences, at the University of Cincinnati (UC). 
	 A firm believer in student success, Ferme supported numerous access and retention investments on the 
behalf of students at UC. At the same time, during his tenure there as provost, the colleges more than doubled 
hires of underrepresented faculty; and the provost’s office launched a post-doctoral program to attract diverse, 
prospective faculty candidates; provided permanent professional funds for employee resource groups; created a 
provost faculty fellow program; and addressed salary minima for advising staff and adjunct faculty. 
	 A native of Italy holding dual citizenship, Ferme earned undergraduate degrees in Biology and 
Religious Studies at Brown University, Masters in Comparative Literature and Italian Studies from Indiana 
University and a Ph.D. in Comparative Literature from UC Berkeley, where he was awarded Fulbright and 
Chancellor’s Fellowships.

	� To be eligible for institutional honors, the student must have earned at least 60 semester credits for a four-year degree or at 

least 45 semester credits for a two-year degree in computable grades while in residence at this university. Honors courses grad-
ed “S” will be counted as a part of the minimum of 60 credits. Effective Fall 1975, the number of students at graduation, by 
college, receiving degrees with HONORS in any one year shall not exceed 15 percent; the number receiving HIGH HON-
ORS shall not exceed 1.5 percent; and the number receiving HIGHEST HONORS shall not exceed one person, except in the 
case of a tie. The students receiving degrees with MERITORIOUS in any one year shall not exceed 15 percent.

	� C.S. – Crimson Scholar: has completed a minimum of seventy-five credits in the Crimson Scholar Program and has main-
tained a GPA of 3.5 or better.

	� U.H. – University Honors: has completed 18 hours of Honors College work, including a thesis, and has maintained a GPA

	� D.H. – Distinction in University Honors: has completed 18 hours of Honors College work, including a thesis, and has main-
tained a GPA of 3.75 or better.
